Κοινή ανακοίνωση των τριών αντιπροσωπειών Ελλάδος, Βουλγαρίας και Ρωσίας, που ανέγνωσε ο υπουργός Ανάπτυξης, κ. Δημήτρης Σιούφας, μετά τη υπογραφή της συμφωνίας για τον πετρελαιαγωγό Μπουργκάς – Αλεξανδρούπολη:

«Τα τρία Μέρη συμφώνησαν επί του περιεχομένου του Μνημονίου  Συνεργασίας, το οποίο και μονόγραψαν οι επικεφαλής τους. Το κείμενο θα υπογραφεί επισήμως, σε Υπουργικό επίπεδο, μέσα στις επόμενες εβδομάδες, σε ημερομηνία και τόπο που θα καθοριστεί μετά από διαβουλεύσεις των τριών Κυβερνήσεων. 

Με τη σημερινή μονογραφή και την επικείμενη οριστική υπογραφή, τα τρία μέρη δηλώνουν την πλήρη υποστήριξή τους στην υλοποίηση του έργου που θα ενισχύσει ακόμα περισσότερο τις παραδοσιακά ισχυρές φιλικές σχέσεις των λαών τους και θα ανοίξει νέες προοπτικές στη μεταξύ τους οικονομική συνεργασία. 

Με τη μονογραφή του Μνημονίου Συνεργασίας δημιουργείται, μεταξύ άλλων, μια σταθερή βάση για εφοδιασμό των αγορών με πετρέλαιο και μια ισχυρή αφετηρία για την προώθηση της υλοποίησης ενός οράματος που ξεκίνησε πριν από δέκα και πλέον χρόνια. Παράλληλα, δημιουργείται μια νέα πετρελαϊκή όδευση από την Μαύρη Θάλασσα και την Κασπία προς τις διεθνείς αγορές. 

Τέλος, η υλοποίηση του Σχεδίου θα συμβάλει σημαντικά στην οικονομική ανάπτυξη των συμμετεχόντων κρατών, στην περιφερειακή ανάπτυξη, καθώς και την τόνωση της απασχόλησης στις περιοχές όδευσής του».

PROTOCOL

A Trilateral Working Committee for the promotion of the Burgas-Alexandroupolis Oil Pipeline Project was held in Athens on 4-5 November 2004.

The Russian Delegation was headed by Mr. Anatoly YANOVSKY, Director of Fuel and Energy Complex Department of the Ministry of Industry and Energy of the Russian Federation. The Bulgarian Delegation was headed by Mr. Kalin ROGACHEV, Head of the Political Cabinet of the Minister of Regional Development and Public Works of the Bulgarian Government. The Hellenic Delegation was headed by Mr. George SALAGOUDIS, Deputy Minister of Development.  The Secretary-General of the Hellenic Ministry of Development Mr. Nikos STEFANOU took also part. The list of participants is attached herein. 

The working session began with a welcoming address made by the Minister of Development Mr. Dimitris SIOUFAS. 

The Parties discussed in detail the economic viability of the Project, based on the presentation made by the Greek side. The following has been decided: 

I.
The Parties considered the new results of the Burgas-Alexandroupolis Project calculations, based on the basic design study completed by ILF in 2001 (under the supervision of “GIPROTRUBOPROVOD”). The said results were presented by the representative of the J/V “DEP SA – THRAKI SA” and contain the following fundamental technical and economic parameters:

· the Project’s capital investment (CAPEX), with throughput capacity of 35 Mta amounts to €702 M. This cost is based on 2001 calculations and for oil sea transport ex Alexandroupolis by VLCC tankers. 

· The oil pipeline tariff from Burgas to Alexandroupolis, including loading and discharging in Burgas and Alexandroupolis, amounts to $5/t, with accrued Royalties in both Greece and Bulgaria amounting $2/t, with initial pipeline throughput capacity of 30 Mta.

· Long-term financing (16 years), with Libor 3%, grace period of 2 years and loan repayment period of 14 years. 

II.
Taking into consideration the financial attractiveness of the Project, as shown in above para. I, the three Parties agreed upon and initialed the text of the trilateral Memorandum of Co-operation (attached). The date and place of the official signing of the Memorandum will be decided by the three Governments.

III.

1. Within ten days from the day of signing of the Memorandum, the Parties will prepare proposals for the composition of the Group of Initial Companies (G.I.C.) for the establishment of the International Project Company. The Heads of the Trilateral Committee will meet with the above Group in Sofia. 
2.
Based on the results of the meeting (which will be held in Sofia) the GIC will approve an action plan, which will include, among others, the following priorities: 

a. the terms and deadline for the establishment of the International Project Company.

b. The updating of the technical/economic study of the Project, taking into consideration the 2004 conditions regarding prices, cost of freight etc.

c. The presentation of the technical/economic study of the Project in order to attract new shareholders in the International Project Company.

d. The substantiation of the parameters which will guarantee the economic viability of the Project on which the Intergovernmental Agreement will be based. These parameters will include, among others:

· Guarantees of the Greek, Bulgarian and Russian sides regarding incentives (taxes, port dues, cost of land acquisition etc.);

· Amount of potential subsidies or grants the Greek and Bulgarian side could attract;

· Maximum allowed transit fees – royalties (guarantees presented by both the Greek and Bulgarian side, including two transshipment costs and the transport cost – tariff - through the oil Pipeline). 

     e.
Finding and guaranteeing the necessary quantities of oil that will render the Pipeline economically viable. 

3. The Trilateral Committee will provide the necessary Governmental assistance to the International Project Company, in order to implement the Art. III, 2, d above.

4. The results of the above mentioned in para. 2 meeting will be presented to the Trilateral Committee for consideration. 

5. The GIC will undertake to propose the elaboration of the principles associated with the establishment of the International Project Company and the related draft establishment documents; these documents should include provisions for the Company’s enlargement with other companies, to be presented to the Trilateral Committee for approval.

Memorandum

on cooperation while implementing the Burgas –Alexandroupolis Oil Pipeline Project between the Government of the Russian Federation,

the Government of the Republic of Bulgaria and

the Government of the Hellenic Republic

The Government of the Russian Federation, the Government of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Government of the Hellenic Republic, hereinafter referred to as the Parties,

striving to develop traditional friendly relations and desiring to broaden and strengthen mutually beneficial economic cooperation between their states under the conditions of continuously deepening integration processes in Europe,

proceeding from the principles of world market economy and realizing the importance of reliable oil supply for stable economic development,

desirous to use the favorable geographic situation of their states, the available resources and technological infrastructure for the development of long-term mutually beneficial economic cooperation,

striving to establish a new oil transportation route from the Black Sea and Caspian Sea region to the world markets, which would meet the criteria applied to environment safety, reliability and economic benefit, 

declare the following: 

1. The Parties note a mutual interest in the implementation of the Burgas-Alexandroupolis Oil Pipeline Project, hereinafter referred to as the Project, being a significant element of the oil transportation system in the Black Sea and Mediterranean Sea regions, and confirm their readiness to promote all-round its implementations.

2. The Parties will spare no effort required at the stage of the Feasibility Study of the Project to enhance its economic attractiveness and competitiveness as compared with alternative oil transportation routes in that region.

3. For the implementation of the Project the Parties intend to support the establishment of an international Project Company.

4. The Parties proceed from the assumption that the basic principles of the Project implementation as well as principal rights and obligations of the participants will be included in an appropriate Intergovernmental Agreement. Other specific agreements will govern oil transit through the territories of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Hellenic Republic, sea transportation costs and other issues within the framework of the Project.

5. The Parties, taking into account the requirements of the legislation of their states, will seek to ensure stable and most favorable conditions for the implementation of the Project in the interest of its participants and for the purpose of attracting investments from the international financial institutions.

6. The Parties will welcome a desire of third states to join this Memorandum and will cooperate with the aim of attracting international oil companies, producing oil in the Caspian Sea basin and in Central Asia, to the implementation of the Project.

The Memorandum will enter into force on the date of its signature.
